We are pleased to inform you that at the Extraordinary General Meeting of Shareholders of NEC
Corporation (the “Company”) held today, the resolution was passed as follows:

Matter to be Voted Upon:

It was resolved:

THAT, “PROPOSAL: APPROVAL OF THE COMPANY SPLIT PLAN” be approved as proposed,
pursuant to which the Company will transfer its business relating to the research, development, manufacture,
sale and services of semiconductors (except for general-purpose DRAMs) currently conducted by NEC
Electron Devices to a new company (“NEC Electronics Corporation”) to be incorporated on the split date of
November 1, 2002.  NEC Electronics Corporation will have a stated capital of 50 billion yen and will issue
and fully allot to the Company, 100 million shares of common stock.
